Curated by Director Joan Davidow, Click Chicks + developed from one-on-one interviews with
photographers at the 2006 FotoFest Biennial, held in Houston, Texas, which connects artists and their
work with gallery and museum directors and curators in private critiques. The exhibition title comes
from the overwhelming majority of female photographers and hearkens back to a graduate project

curated by artist Kelli Connell in 2000 under Davidow’s direction while at Arlington Museum of Art.

Showing concurrently will be the work of Mix!/ artist Inki Min, a Dallas artist who inhabits her
traditional Chinese landscapes with teddy bear figures in modern activities, and Hallworks artist
Shelley Hampe, chosen from last year’s members’ exhibition, whose pastel, collaged works on paper

blend patterned and historical images.
